Dear Captain,

As you are aware, in order to comply with the STCW 95 requirements, crews of fast rescue boats must attend an approved training course to prove their competence in the areas specified in the STCW code table A-VI/2-2.

The specification in this table requires trainees to give a practical demonstration of their ability to control the safe launch and recovery of a Fast Rescue Boat.

It is obviously better if the trainees can prove their competence using the type of boat, davit and personal safety equipment as carried aboard the vessel on which they serve.

We would ask you therefore, if you would arrange with your officers or training officer, for the instruction and assessment to be carried out either before or after they attend our course and when considered competent, that you complete, sign and stamp the form marked Annex C-1 for each trainee. When these forms are received by Sea and Shore, they are matched with the trainees course assessment sheet and provided all sections have been properly completed we can then issue the certificate.

Please note that we cannot issue the certificate to the trainee until we receive this form.
